of early India from the Mauryan to Gupta times.

6)Students will understand emergence and growth of Mauryan Empire and
its nature, Mauryan administration, Ashoka’s dhamma — its nature, society

and economy; art and architecture.

7)Students will be able to learn about the Polity, Economy, Society, Religion
and culture of post-Mauryan period with special reference to the Kushanas,

Satavahanas and Tamil chieftaincies — Chera, Chola, Pandya.
